We present the report for the years of 2017/2018 covering the
description of the activities of the reporting period, as well as
achievements and challenges still facing the organization and the
vocational education in general.

After the final forum of the Association held on February 20, 2017,
the organization set the goal to strengthen the quality assurance
measures in the member organizations through various training
courses, also to improve the cooperation with partner organizations
in the direction of enhancement of quality of educational-
entrepreneurial component, involvement of the employer in the
vocational education, training/professional development of the
instructors of partner enterprises of the colleges, consideration of
opportunities for introduction of Germany’s dual education in the
context of existing economic conditions of Georgia.

Due to the above goals, the Association carried out various activities
in terms of training of teachers and administrative personnel

over 2017. In spring 2017, teacher-student conference was held.
Member colleges are actively involved in the initiatives taken by the
Association.

Cooperation with the National Center for Education Quality
Enhancement should be noted. By the initiative of the Association,
in the process of education reform, several meetings were
organized with the employees of Vocational Education Quality
Assurance Department with regard to different relevant issues, such
as modular program development, discussion of new authorization
standards, methodology for setting of the student quota and other
issues.

It worth noting that due to the high skills of the human resources of
member colleges, they are elected as authorization/accreditation
experts of the vocational education of National Center for Education
Quality Enhancement, and the members of the Board of Association
were severally elected as the members of Authorization Council of
the Vocational Education.

The Vice -President Maia Chikhladze represents the Association in
National Vocational Council.

It is important to get involved the private providers in the

project “Vocational Skills Development among school students”
implemented by the Ministry of Education and Science of Georgia,
which is the step forward towards the promotion of vocational
orientation and education.

The new law on Vocational Education in most cases regulates the
deadlocks and challenges in the vocational education. It opens

the way for the educational institutions to establish relations

with foreign schools in terms of implementation of joint and
exchange programs. However, regular meetings with the Ministry of
Education and Science of Georgia for improvement of competitive
environment, that coincides with the Minister’s opinions as regard
to vocational education development, still remains the challenge so
far.

During the two-year period, the Association not only maintained
but also established the stable image in the educational field by
means of consistent and crucial working.

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The relationship with organizations and projects

THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION, SCIENCE,
CULTURE AND SPORT OF GEORGIA

The relationship with the Ministry of Education,
Science, Culture and Sport of Georgia has become
more intensive and constructive compared to the
previous years. During two years, the representatives
of the Association were able to directly meet with

the leaders of the education system and discuss the
important issues the solution of which would facilitate
the improvement of the vocational education system,
in general, and the settlement of the problems faced by
private providers of vocational education.

Non-competitive environment, an unfair model of
financing the vocational education, educational
deadlocks, recruitment of vocational students to the
military compulsory service during the course of study,
the functioning of the so-called “Representations”
of foreign unauthorized universities in the country,
discussion on the new draft law on “Vocational
Education” — these are the issues that have become
the subject of negotiations and cooperation with the
Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of
Georgia, and, in certain cases, of dissatisfaction and
turbulence.

On June 9, 2017, 45 private vocational education
institutions of the Association protested against the
unlawful financing model at the Ministry building. The
demand of the rally was to make amendments to the
discriminatory rule of funding for vocational students.

In 2017-2018, in order to address these problems, the
Association representatives had to hold a number of
meetings with the Education Ministers: Aleksandre
Jejelava, Mikheil Chkhenkeli and Mikheil Batiashvili.
All of the Ministers agreed with us on the actuality

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of the issue of financing private college students, but
discussions on searching for real solutions began just
from the second half of 2018.

The meeting of the members of the Association
Board with the Minister of Education Mikheil
Batiashvili should be especially distinguished. The
aim of the meeting was to introduce the Minister’s
vision and future perspectives to private providers
of vocational education, in general, and especially,
of vocational education. The Minister made quite a
scrupulous statement about the elaboration of such
a financing model in the system that would change
the non-competitive environment. In addition, the
financing model would have been discussed with
the participation of private vocational colleges. The
issue of student recruitment to military compulsory
service turned out to be principal, as well. As Mr.
Mikheil Batiashvili said, this issue should have been
multilaterally settled together with the government.
According to him, since 2019 along with the public
colleges, private educational colleges will be equally
represented to various activities and projects
implemented by the Ministry in the field of vocational
education.

In 2017-2018, communication and intensive meetings
with the Department of Vocational Education
Development, Ms Irina Tserodze and the Heads of
Administrations of the Department were especially
strengthened. The goal of the meetings was the
creation of equal competitive conditions among the
Georgia-based vocational education institutions, review
of the current rule of funding of vocational colleges
and consideration of its effectiveness, discussion on the
draft law on “Vocational Education” and the process

of producing a common registration base of vocational
education by the Association member colleges and
more.

Regarding the above-mentioned issues, the President
of the Association and the Board members held a great
number of meetings with the Deputy Ministers of
Education and the Heads of the Department of Legal
Provision and Departments of Economy.

In 2017-2018, the Association member colleges

were actively involved in the successful project

- “Vocational Skills” Development among School
Students” implemented by the Ministry in the direction
of promotion of vocational education and vocational
orientation. 10 colleges of Thilisi and the regions,

which implemented 13 programs in 52 public schools
throughout Georgia, participated in the project. The
project will still continue; more vocational colleges have
expressed desire to join it.

We consider the enactment of the Law on Vocational
Education in September, 2018 is the most important
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event. It is noteworthy that since 2014, the Association
of Private Colleges of Georgia, as an interested party,
had been actively involved in the process of working
on the Concept of the Law of Georgia on Vocational
Education. The representatives of the Association
attended almost every meeting and discussion held
around the draft law.

We have come to the conclusion that the draft law
actually provides the flexibility of the vocational
education system and its adaptation to the
requirements and challenges of the labor market and
the united European educational space of the Georgian
vocational education system; full and equal access to
vocational education and satisfaction of the current and
future requirements of the labor market; promotion

of learning process, social inclusion and personal and
professional development of an individual throughout
the life. The document can actually make vocational
education popular and draw the Georgian population’s
attention to this.

It should be mentioned that while reviewing the draft
law the Ministry of Education of Georgia considered
certain remarks and shortcomings of the Association
that were reflected in the law.

It is unfortunate that the National Council of Vocational
Education, which has been based on the principles of
social partnership, has not been scheduled for more
than a year, the Council which has repeatedly expressed
its support to private providers of vocational education.

In 2017-2018, the Ministry of Education, Science,
Culture and Sport of Georgia changed its position
towards private vocational education institutions in a
positive way. Private colleges are considered as part
of the system, which is confirmed by the involvement
of their representatives in almost all activities

carried out by the Ministry. Nevertheless, the main,
principally important issue for private providers — the
establishment of equal competitive conditions among
the Georgia-based vocational education institutions
and change of the existing rule for financing vocational
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colleges — has not been still resolved after six years
from the foundation of the Association.

THE PARLIAMENT OF GEORGIA

A number of meetings were dedicated to discussions
on the draft law on “Vocational Education” at the
Committee of Education and Culture of the Parliament
of Georgia. By the initiative of Ms. Mariam Jashi, the
members of the Association of Private Colleges of
Georgia have always been represented to the sittings
of the Committee and have been actively involved in
the discussion process. Consequently, some principal
amendments and entries have been reflected in the
Law on Vocational Education, which concerns the
Legal Entity of Public Law - vocational educational
institutions.

Ms. Mariam Jashi, the Chair of the Committee on
Education, Science, Culture and Sport of the Parliament
of Georgia supports us in all positive activities and

we express our gratitude towards her for delivering

the public speeches about the improvement of the
vocational education area, the elimination of the non-
competitive environment and the elaboration of a fair
financing model.

By the initiative of the Board of the Association of
Private Colleges of Georgia, numerous meetings were
held with the Chairman of the “Georgian Dream -
Social-Democrats’ Faction” of the Georgian Parliament,
Mr. Gia Zhorzholiani. Through joint efforts the initiative
was elaborated regarding the amendment that is to be
made to Article 30 of the Law of Georgia on Military
Duty and Military Service, where the paragraph related
to postponement of military recruitment does not
apply to vocational students.

The essence of the amendment is that the military
recruitment will be postponed for a conscript, whether
he is a vocational student of a Georgian educational
institution or an educational institution recognized in
accordance with the rule established by the foreign
legislation, while the status of a vocational student of
a conscript must not be suspended until graduation
within the framework of only one vocational education
program or a short-term educational program.

The Association appreciates Mr. Gia Zhorzholiani for
supporting it in the settlement of one of the most
important issues of vocational education.

NATIONAL CENTER FOR EDUCATION
QUALITY ENHANCEMENT

Working with the National Center for Education Quality
Enhancement during the reporting period was carried
out in two directions.
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One direction referred to the matters of vocational
education quality assurance and the second one - to
the development of framework documents of the
vocational educational programs.

The association actively participated in the process

of development of the project related to the updated
authorization standards and procedures of the
vocational educational institutions. Irrespective of the
certain technical difficulties facing the private colleges,
the quality of vocational education will be significantly
improved and the quality assurance system will become
more efficient.

Most part of the colleges was subject to intended and
unintended monitoring. Identification of the defects
and determination of the correction period by the
Council contributed to bring them into compliance with
the applicable standards.

Private colleges were completely involved in the
activities, trainings and working meetings of the
subprogram supporting the introduction of the modular
programs, as well as in the process of piloting the
verification which showed the assessment approaches
of the students from different perspectives.

By efforts and consultation of the Center, private
colleges have been engaged in and maintain the
registry of vocational educational institutions, however
there are some technical malfunctions of the system
on which the appropriate works are being carried out
everyday.

Since 2017, the representatives of private colleges
have not been entered into the composition of the
Authorization Council, though the Association showed
understanding towards this approach, that neither of
the representative of the educational institution was
the member of the Council, which we welcome in
general.

Optimization and implementation of the modular
programs was much more difficult process. From 2015,
the newly implemented modular programs have been
cancelled without assessment of the results thereof
leading to considerable material damage to the colleges
which supported the reform from the very beginning
and transferred to the modular programs. The cost
paid for purchase of the equipment and addition of the
program was missed. Vocational education teachers felt
unstable. What is important we have not received the
sufficient and reasonable arguments from the Center
why these framework documents should have been
cancelled or why such significant changes have been
made.

From 2015 the representatives of the Association
were engaged in the working of the sectoral council
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with 11 directions and they had the feeling to take the
important decisions.

From 2017, working of the councils became formal, the
center did not consider the opinions of the members

of the council and representatives of the sector and
from 2018 sector councils were cancelled at all, as
contrasted to the recommendations and arguments

of the European Foundation for Education (ITF),
important changes have been making to the framework
documents without the involvement of the councils
from the end of 2018 up to present contradicting

the general European approaches and principles,
irrespective of several argumentative oppositions

from the representatives of the Association and public
colleges, also of donor organizations, those challenges
were still faced by the former Head of the Center Tamar
Sanikidze.

Spontaneous recordings with regard to the
competences of the Georgian language were found in
the framework documents, content and form of the
modules were changed which was still underway by the
end of 2018.

require unreasonably big resource in order to ensure
constant compliance of the programs with the
framework documents.

At the end of 2018, the meeting concerning the
above-mentioned important issues was held with the
new director of the Center Giorgi Vashakidze. The
Association believes that the Center’s approach to the
vocational and educational standards development
process will be essentially changed.

GEORGIAN EMPLOYERS’ ASSOCIATION

Georgian Employers’ Association is one of the
important and active partners of the Private Colleges
Association of Georgia.

Under the auspices of Georgian Employers’ Association,
private colleges are actively involved in various working
meetings, and business forums related to the labour
market development and human resources training in
the educational institutions.

Within the partnership, several projects and events
were held with regard to the relationship with business
in national or international format.

By the initiative of Georgian Employers’ Association,
intense meetings were organized with the companies
operating in small and medium-sized business on

the matters related to vocational education and the
partnership in this respect. Representatives of the
Vocational Department of the Ministry of Education
and Science of Georgia, Ministry of Labour and Health,
Ministry of Economy, Trade Unions and Small and
Medium-sized Business Association took participation
in the meetings.

In 2018, by the initiative of Georgian Employers’
Association, the
Memorandum of
Cooperation was
executed with the
social partners,

the parties to this
Memorandum were
the Employers’
Association, Small
and Medium-sized Business Association, Trade Union,
German Business Association and Private Colleges
Association of Georgia.

European Business Association joined the
Memorandum on November 29, 2018. President of
Association Giorgi Beraia and Vice President Maia
Chikhladze paid a
one -week visit to
the Germany within
the framework

of the project of
Georgian Employers’
Association and
German Business
Association
supporting the training in vocational education in
South Caucasus countries” launched in 2015. The

visit concerned the organizational issues for future
joint training of the practical component teacher of
the vocational programs and instructors of partner
organizations and the planning thereof.

The visit was held at different multi-profile educational
centers and entities of North Germany within which
the matters as regard to vocational education system,
teaching methodology, control mechanisms were
discussed.

In January 2018, 5-day training on dual vocational

education for the representatives of business sector
and vocational education was opened at Employers’
Association of Georgia referred to as “School as the
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Place of Learning” and “Enterprise as the Place of
Learning”.

It worth noting that this event in the direction of dual
vocational education is unprecedented in Georgia in
terms of its scale because it integrates the business
sector, educational institutions and international
organizations.

The training aimed at proper organization of dual
education processes at workplaces (school, college,
enterprise) and provision of relevant environment.

Georgian experts were also invited to participate in
the training. The situation existing in Georgia and
the opportunities for implementation of vocational
educational programs by dual approach were
considered.

In May-June 2018, training of animators was continued
among the enterprises at the Center in Germany during
two weeks. It’s important to share the experience of
Germany in the methodologies of learning the practical
component of vocational programs and student
assessment.

animators’activity was evaluated by the German
experts and the relevant certificates were awarded.

German textbook for the instructors was translated.

On November 8, 2018, the national conference was
held within the vocational education and training
project at the Georgian Employers’ Association.

From 2019, the project has been still underway within
which the trained Georgian experts together with the
experts from Germany are going to train the new staff
in different regions of Georgia.

GEORGIAN CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY

Facilitation in developing the vocational education in
the country is one of the main directions of the activity
of Georgian Chamber of Commerce and Industry. In
2018, the Chamber with the support of the Presidential
Reserve Fund established the “Dual Vocational
Education Coordinating Council” which includes the
representatives of the Ministry of Education, Science,
Culture and Sports of Georgia, Ministry of Internally
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Displaced Persons from the Occupied i’erritories,
Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia, Ministry
of Regional Development and Infrastructure, Ministry
of Economy and Sustainable Development, Ministry
of Environment Protection and Agriculture, sectoral
business associations, donor organizations and the
experts of the vocational education.

The Association actively cooperates with the

Georgian Chamber of Commerce and Industry. The
main objectives of establishment of Dual Vocational
Education Coordinating Council are to promote the
work based learning in Georgia, to create Public-Private
Dialogue Platform on the dual vocational education
and to facilitate the coordination between the private
sector and vocational institutions.

In this regard the meetings were held with the
representatives from business sector in Zugdidi, Gori,
Kutaisi, Mestia and Batumi within the framework of
which the members of association presented to the
society the qualifications and educational programs
available in the field of vocational education, as well
as the best examples of collaboration between the
collages and business operators.

Vice-president of Private Colleges Association of
Georgia, Mrs. la Eradze is also the member of the Dual
Vocational Education Coordinating Council.

MINISTRY OF LABOUR, HEALTH AND
SOCIAL PROTECTION OF GEORGIA

Since 2015 LEPL Social Service Agency of the Ministry
of Labour, Health and Social Protection of Georgia has
been implementing the service envisaged by the “job
seeker professional training and skill enhancement
state program” approved by the Ordinance of the
Government of Georgia providing for the professional
training for the job seekers in high-demand occupations
on the labour market, as well as raising their
competitiveness with further internship at the working
positions and facilitation of the employment in this
way.

The best vocational schools integrated in the Private
Colleges Association of Georgia have been actively
engaged since launching the program, it’s worth
noting that the further employment of the program
beneficiaries largely depends on the quality of the
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programs of those schools, also the professional
competence and qualification of teachers, material and
technical base and well-developed infrastructure.

In 2017, the service was provided to 1217 beneficiaries
through the programs implemented by the private
educational institutions. In 2018, the service was
provided to 1411 beneficiaries by 26 private vocational
schools involved in the state program.

Social Service Agency helps the state program
beneficiaries in employment, it conducts employment
forums in the cities and regions of Georgia where

the personnel are selected during the meeting and
interviews between the employers from different
economic sectors and the job seekers.

After completion of the following stage of the program,
LEPL Social Service Agency holds the annual summary
conference presenting the employment statistics of
the program beneficiaries. Traditionally, Social Service
Agency awards the best partners and employers.

After completion of the first stage of the program,
Interbusiness Academy Ltd was the first, which, by
decision of the management of the Social Agency, was
granted the best partner’s title for implementation of
the state program and contributing to the employment
in 2016. In 2017 the same title was conferred to
Business Academy of Georgia (SBA) Ltd, and in 2018
respectively to the Community College “Panacea” and
“Business and Technology Academy”.

ASSOCIATION OF PRIVATE UNIVERSITIES
OF GEORGIA

On January 12, 2018, Private Colleges Association of
Georgia and the Association of Private Universities
executed the Memorandum of Mutual Cooperation.
This cooperation aims to introduce methodological
novelties and to jointly implement different kinds
of research and scientific projects in the field of

education, as well as to involve in grant projects in

the line of global and actual problems, to promote

the expansion of the donor network and to carry out
other educational projects. The Parties will collaborate
in terms of planning the joint projects and collectively
taking the educational initiatives, as well as work
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together to form the professional orier.1tation of the
pupils of senior classes, to democratize the education
management system and further develop thereof, the
information concerning the relevant measures will be
exchanged, etc.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Private Colleges Association is in close cooperation with
the institutions implementing the vocational programs
in the Republics of Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lithuania,
Estonia. Directors of 28 vocational educational
institutions of Latvia, President of Siauliai State
University of Lithuania and the accompanying persons
paid a business visit to Georgia.

The responsible persons of the private colleges
concluded the memorandums with the institutions
implementing the relevant programs.

On May 15, 2018 Estonian Delegation including

the Heads of 15 Universities of Estonia visited the
Association. The purpose of this visit was to seek
opportunities for cooperation as regard to the
vocational programs. President of the Association
made the presentation on the work provided by the
vocational education system and the Association at the
meeting.

The new law on Vocational Education enables

those actual steps to be taken towards the
internationalisation of the programs in terms of
implementation of joint programs as well as of student
& teacher exchange programs.

On February 19, 2018 at the Community College
‘Panacea’, the representatives of the Private Colleges
Association Mrs. Maia Chikhladze and Mr. Vasil
Kiknadze met with Yusuf Fenir and Ivan Nikola Leg,
the representatives of the American Company DAI,
the partner of the Policy and Management Consulting
Group (PMCG).

At the meeting the foreign visitors showed interest
in cooperation between the colleges and businesses,
as well as in employment rate of the graduates,
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high-demand and employable vocational programs,
they also demonstrated the interest with regard to the
problems facing the private colleges and expressed
readiness to provide support.

PARTNERS

Private Colleges Association of Georgia has been
cooperating with several organizations having common
vision, values and goals from the early days of its
establishment. This cooperation aims at overcoming
the common objectives and difficulties together and
strengthening the institutional and human resources
through mutual collaboration.

In consideration of these principles, Georgian
Employers’ Association is the special partner of the
Association from its establishment up to present.
During 2016-2018 Georgian Employers’ Association
made the private colleges involved in various events
organized thereby, however, it should be noted the
Vocational Education and Training Project being
implemented in the South Caucasus countries with
the support of the Government of Germany. The
representatives of the private colleges participated
in this project. Within the framework of the project,
animators were trained in dual learning methodology,
their certification was ensured by the German party.

In 2018, at the discretion of Georgian Employers’
Association, the Memorandum of Cooperation was
executed with the social partners. The Parties to this
Memorandum were the Employers’ Association, small
and medium-sized business association, trade union,
German Business Association and Private Colleges
Association of Georgia.

On November 29, 2018 European Business Association
(EBA) joined the Memorandum, the meeting was

held on 29th of November which was attended by the
European Business Association, Georgian Producers’
Federation, Private Colleges Association, German
Business Association and trade unions of Georgia
aiming to exchange the information on the objectives
of the vocational education and training project and the
interests of European Business Association concerning
the implementation of joint activities in future.

The Association actively cooperates with the Georgian
Trade Unions Confederation using all the tribunes for
improving the vocational education model, developing
the alternatives to eliminate the defects in this system
and creating the competitive environment on the
educational market.

Among partners “Georgian Caritas” and Georgia
Nurses Association should be noted, which provide
active cooperation and assistance to the persons
implementing the healthcare programs. With the help
of the partners, several trainings were conducted for
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the students and the vocational education teachers

as well. Programs such as “Homecare” and “First Aid”
have been actively implementing by involvement of the
partners so far.

In 2018 Georgian Chamber of Commerce and Industry
was involved in the list of the partners of the Private
Colleges Association of Georgia, under auspices of
the Chamber, Dual Vocational Education Coordinating
Council was established, Vice-president of Private
Colleges Association of Georgia, Mrs. la Eradze became
the member of this Council. Coordinating Council
organized meetings throughout the country with the
stakeholders, educational institutions, employers,
public institutions, within which the member colleges
of the Association also took participation.

In addition, Memorandum of Mutual Cooperation was
concluded with the Association of Private Universities.
The purpose of this cooperation was to introduce
methodological novelties and to jointly implement
different kinds of research and scientific projects in the
field of education.

TRAINING COURSES, BRANDING,
CONFERENCE FOR STUDENTS & TEACHERS,
CULTURAL AND SPORTS EVENTS

The Association is always concerned about
development and implementation of the mechanisms
stimulating human resources development, and
student and teachers’ labour and study.

On February 21, 2017, the training “New (Estonian)
Income Taxation Model” was conducted which was
organized by the Private Colleges Association of Georgia
and “J.B. Audit”. The training was attended by the
Heads of the Private Colleges and the representatives
of Finance Service. New income tax model was
considered during the working process.

On May 15, 2017, Private
Colleges Association of
Georgia initiated and
organized the training
for the personnel of the
member colleges of the
Association at Business
and Technology Academy.
Topic of the training was
Modular Programs and
Module Development.

by the Quality Assurance Service of the Vocational
Education of the National Center for Education Quality
Enhancement.

Working meeting for methodologies of setting the
vocational student quota organized by the Private
Colleges Association of Georgia was held at the
National Center for Education Quality Enhancement.

The purpose of the meeting was to consider the
approaches existing in this respect in the institutions
implementing the vocational educational programs and
finally to establish the general unified principles that
were shared to all educational institutions involved in
vocational programs.

By the initiative of United Nations Development Fund,
the working meeting on dual teaching methodology
was held on October 19-20 in Borjomi, in which the
representatives of private colleges together with the
state colleges were involved.

At the Community
Colleges InterBusiness
.~ Academy and “Panacea”,
y based on the analysis of
the trainings implemented
within EU EUVEGE project,
the training on Project
l Cycle Management was
held for the directors of
the colleges. The training
was led by EU expert/trainer Mr. Pavle Tvaliashvili.

The meeting of the members of the Board of Private
Colleges Association with the Head of Freiburg Nursing
University Andreas Kruger and the Head of Bad
Krozingen Nursing University Silke Udri was held at the
Community College Panacea organized by the Caritas
Georgia.

Perspectives of Dual Nursing Education in Georgia was
considered at the meeting. Participants of the meeting
shared their experiences.

The training for strengthening capacities of the persons
responsible for quality assurance of the educational
institutions implementing the vocational programs
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(modular/dual programs) developed o.n the basis

of framework document was held by the National
Center for Education Quality Enhancement at Business
Academy of Georgia - SBA, within the sub-program
supporting the implementation of modular/dual
educational program.

The member colleges of the Private Colleges
Association of Georgia participated in the training.

By the initiative of the UN Development Program
organized a validation workshop for textbooks
developed by the National Center for Educational
Quality Enhancement in cooperation with the Swiss
Publishing House (LMZ). The head of the Swiss
publisher, LMZ, provided to the workshop participants
with a Swiss experience on creating educational
resources and a discussion on the methodological
issues of professional manuals took place. The
workshop was presented by the representatives of the
member colleges of the Private Colleges Association of
Georgia.

The training on Occupational Safety was held for the
administration and technical personnel of the private
colleges. The trainer was Mikheil Kordzakhia- Vice-
President of the Georgian Employers Association

The training covered the matters as regard to the
labour safety at the enterprise and fire prevention.

At the end of the training, the participants performed
the practical activities and they were awarded the
certificates.

The 2nd student-teacher conference was convened in
Uplistsikhe. 15 member colleges of the Private Colleges
Association took participation in this conference. The
conference was presented by the representatives

of Quality Assurance Service of the Vocational
Education of the National Center for Education Quality
Enhancement and the representatives of Professional
Department of the Ministry of Education and Science
of Georgia. The conference was interesting. The
matters presented by the teachers and the interesting
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presentations made by the students were approved by
the association as well as by the visitors. Theses were
published.

The Association continued branding of the educational
institutions. The award ceremony of the institutions
participated in the branding was held at Decorative
Gardening Public College of Patriarchate of Georgia.
The awarding ceremony was presented by the
representatives of the educational institutions involved
in the branding and the invited guests.

On April 29, 2018, the education forum was held

at Georgian-European University within which the
headmasters and teachers from different regions of
Georgia participated.

Participants of the education forum shared their
pedagogical experiences, considered the important
matters such as improvement of learning process
environment and management, relationships between
the teachers and students, equality, tolerance, bullying
related problems and behavior management.

Within the framework of the forum, presentations,
discussions, question-answering, group work, etc. were
conducted. Participants of this forum shared to each
other the materials developed in small groups. After
completion of the forum, relevant certificates were
conferred to the participants.

In September 2018, the task group for development
of the schemes of internal regulation documents was
established the purpose of which was to elaborate
the schemes regulating the main processes at the
educational institutions taking into account the
authorization regulation.

The task group completed working. As soon as the
Quality Assurance Service has become familiar
with these documents it shall be provided to all the
institutions.

The Association has continued conducting cultural and
sports activities for the students, which became a good
tradition, such as New Year’s gathering, excursions by
different tourist routes of Georgia.
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The meeting with the actor Leo Antadze was organized
by the Association of Private Colleges of Georgia at
College “Orientiri”. The event was attended by the
students and personnel of member colleges of the
Association. The beloved actor played the mono
performance “Bakhtrioni” by Vazha-Pshavela, as well

as the fragment from the play “Me, grandma, Iliko and
llarioni, which was greatly appreciated by the audience.

The Championship so-called “Bubble Football” was
organized by the Association of Private Colleges

of Georgia. Teams of 11 member colleges of the
Association participated in the championship.

Championship meetings were held in a pleasant and
positive, but also a tense environment at the same
time.

Students were struggling for the prize places. Finally,
the game was finished as follows: Business and
Technology Academy fairly took the first place, the
team of N1 Thilisi Medical College took the second
place and the Business Academy of Georgia (SBA) took
the third place. The Board of the Association awarded
the certificates and medals to the participants, and the
team getting the first place was awarded the cup.

By the decision of the organizer of the Bubble football
and board of the Association, three more students
were also awarded with the title of the best player.

In relation to the updated authorization standards

to be enacted from autumn 2019, the meeting was
held with the association of electronic system of the
document flow within which the matter concerning
the implementation of this system in the colleges was
discussed.

The point refers to the electronic system of document
flow -"eFlow”. The training on operation of this system
will be provided for each user.
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THE ANALYSIS, PROBLEMS AND CHALLENG-
ES OF THE EXISTING CONDITION
OF PRIVATE VOCATIONAL EDUCATIONAL
INSTITUTIONS

At the beginning of 2019, the association conducted
survey among its members in relation to the dynamics
and reasons for the change of student number. The col-
leges named couple of reasons for the change of stu-
dent number. Main reasons are following:

1.FREE LEARNING
AT THE PUBLIC SECTOR

Financing of the vocational students’ education
occurs only in the case if the applicant enters
public college. Totally different picture appears
in the case of high education institutions and
schools where students receive financing no
matter whether they enter public or private
establishment. Existing vocational education
financing model is absolutely discriminative
towards the private sector.

2. LOW INTEREST OF THE SOCIETY

The awareness of the society and attitude towards
vocational education was not managed to change. This
is caused, on the one hand, by the lack of information
about the vocational education, as well as a non-
systematic, inefficient and fragmented activation of
professional orientation and, on the other hand, by low
interest of business, which reduces the employment
opportunity of individuals who have vocational
qualification.

3.A GREAT NUMBER OF UNAUTHORIZED
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Although, the Criminal Code of Georgia envisages the
liability for the implementation of educational activity
without acquiring the status of educational institution
(authorization), the branches of some foreign
educational institutions are functioning in Georgia,
whose activity does not fit into the frames of the
Legislation of Georgia. Several journalist-investigations,
articles and TV programmes were made on this topic,
although there was not any kind of reaction on this
issue.

4.EDUCATIONAL IMPASSES

Lack of prestige of vocational education is based on an
inability to pursue higher education afterwards.
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So called Educational Impasses in the s:ystem play as an
obstacle in the effective realization of education and
establishment of vocational education as an attractive
educational alternative.

5.INABILITY TO PROLONG COMPULSORY
MILITARY SERVICE

The students of high educational institutions and the
pupils of public secondary education institutions have
such social privileges as the possibility to prolong
compulsory military service, which is not available
for vocational students. Mainly vocational programs
are short term starting from 60 credits (1 year) to

120 credits (2 years). Students are called up to the
mandatory military services short after enrollment.
Practice shows that majority of those students don’t
return to college.

6.INAPPROPRIATE INVOLVEMENT OF THE
EMPLOYERS

“The existing system of vocational education does not
meet business requirements with regard to preparing
and re-training of human resources. Vocational
education is least attractive educational alternative.
Employers do not consider vocational education
students as suitable stuff. (Vocational education reform
strategy 2013-2010)".

There is a trend on work-search web portals to demand
bachelor degree for the places which vocational
education students can satisfy - Hr.ge; Jobs.ge; Insource
- employment agency and more; this is one more
obstacle to develop vocational education system.

7.QUALIFICATION EMPLOYMENT

The state does not regulate the problem of citizens
getting adequate employment after receiving
professional qualification. Public and private sectors
fill their vacancies only with people of high education,
despite the fact that according to many approved
professional standards qualification requirements for
jobs is professional education.
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VOCATIONAL STUDENTS

The number of students’ seats at vocational educational institution is defined at the time of granting authorization
by the authorization council taking into consideration the resources of the institution and the specificity of the
programme. The rate of filling the seats, allotted for vocational student at private educational institutions amounts
to 51,6% ( 8937- 4617), which means that only half of the resources of private educational institutions is used.
