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COOPERATION WITH STATE INSTITUTIONS

The cooperation between the Private Colleges
Association of Georgia and key state institutions,
namely, the Ministry of Education, Science
and Youth of Georgia, the Ministry of Internally
Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories,
Labour, Health and Social Affairs, the State
Employment Promotion Agency, the Skills Agency
Georgia and the National Center for Educational
Quality Enhancement has traditionally been
both productive and constructive. Within the
framework of this collaboration, the Association
has been actively involved in initiating legislative
amendments, addressing critical challenges
(such as the development and revision of new
vocational standards and regulatory documents),
and identifying joint solutions. Regular meetings
were held to ensure that the extensive experience of
colleges was taken into account and that they were
meaningfully involved in essential processes.

In August 2025, following the initiative of the
Association, a significant change was introduced by
Order No.60/n of August 7, 2025 of the Minister of
Education, Science and Youth of Georgia. Under this
amendment, qualification certificates issued for Level
5 vocational education programs - developed on the
basis of the “Framework Document for Vocational
Education Programs” and awarded to individuals
admitted with a certificate of complete general
education - were officially recognized as equivalent
to Level 5 higher vocational education documents
under the National Qualifications Framework.

Since June 2025, leading specialists delegated
by the Association have been actively participating
in the Skills Agency Georgia’s ongoing work on the
development and revision of vocational education
standards.

In May 2025, the Association presented the
Ministry of Education, Science and Youth of Georgia
with a vision - grounded in practical experience -
regarding the regulation “On Approving the General
Rules and Conditions for Conducting Qualification
Examinations.”

In March 2025, the Association addressed the
Ministry of Education, Science and Youth of Georgia
with an initiative concerning the regulation of labor
relations involving vocational education teachers.

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In December 2024, a working meeting with
college directors was organized by the State
Employment Promotion Agency. The meeting
was attended by Baia Kvitsiani, Deputy Minister

of Education, Science and Youth of Georgia, and
Khatuna Tsertsvadze, Deputy Director of the LEPL
State Employment Promotion Agency. During the
meeting, representatives of the Private Colleges
Association of Georgia emphasized the fruitful and
successful cooperation with state institutions and
discussed the challenges facing the implementation
of vocational training and retraining programs.

In November 2024, a working group meeting
was convened by Caritas Georgia to discuss
amendments to the nursing education program.

The meeting brought together member colleges

of the Private Colleges Association of Georgia

that implement vocational nursing programs, as
well as heads of nursing services from leading
medical institutions, active industry specialists, and
education experts. The central topic of discussion
was the development of the nursing education
curriculum. At the conclusion of the event, Caritas
Georgia presented awards to the Association’s
member colleges in recognition of 10 years of fruitful
cooperation.

In November 2024, a working meeting was
held at the Skills Agency Georgia, attended by the
Association’s Board of Directors and representatives
of the Ministry of Education and Science’s Vocational
Education Development Department. The purpose of
the meeting was to address pressing issues facing
private colleges, particularly the process of updating
qualifications and the regulation of distance learning.

In September and November 2024, the
Association submitted initiatives to the Ministry of
Education, Science and Youth of Georgia and the
Skills Agency Georgia proposing amendments to the
Minister’s Order N143/n of August 30, 2024, which
regulates the “Rules and Conditions for the Remote
Implementation of Components of Vocational
Educational Programs/Short-Cycle Educational
Programs/Vocational Training Programs/Vocational
Retraining Programs/State Language Preparation
Programs,” specifically advocating for enhanced
opportunities for distance learning.

In June 2023, during a session of the Parliament
of Georgia’s Education and Science Committee,
representatives of the Association provided
Committee members with detailed information
on various challenges present within the field
of vocational education. The meeting was held
within the framework of the thematic inquiry titled
“Identifying Labor-Market-Aligned Priorities in
Vocational Education and Analyzing the Funding
Model.”

The Association actively works to strengthen and
support its member colleges to create a favorable
environment for the development of private colleges,
enabling them to deliver high-quality education and
meet labor market demands. Over the years, a
range of activities has been implemented to enhance
the qualifications of administrative staff and teaching
faculty at member institutions, share best practices
regarding student rights and services, improve the
quality of vocational education, and support colleges
in effectively navigating the authorization process.

In July 2025, the pilot phase of the Professional
Development Mechanisms for Vocational Education
Teachers project was launched in 5 colleges. This
initiative serves not only to implement technical
regulations but also to create a systemic and
sustainable model for teacher professional
development. Furthermore, joint regulations and
tools will be introduced within the Association’s
framework.

In May 2025, a collegial visit took place in the city
of Gori, hosted by Amagi Community College. The
main theme of the visit was improving services for
vocational students and safeguarding their rights.
The meeting was attended by member colleges
from various regions of the country, resulting in a
shared vision on key issues such as: student rights
and guarantees, support for extracurricular activities,
career guidance, and career support.

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In May—April 2025, as part of efforts to support
the development of quality assurance systems

for private vocational education institutions, a
nationwide series of training sessions was held.
The sessions focused on the second standard for
the authorization of vocational education programs.
The training was led by education expert Mr.
Kakhaber Eradze, who shared his experience and
practical insights on the subject. This initiative
marked an important step toward advancing the
quality of vocational education and streamlining the
authorization process for colleges.

The training sessions were conducted in stages:

e March 14-15- Thbilisi
e March 24-25- Thbilisi
e April 4-5— Batumi

In March 2025, under the motto “Shared Vision,
Unified Standards, Continuous Development!”, the
Private Colleges Association of Georgia organized
an off-site workshop in Variani for its member
colleges. Participants engaged in active discussions
and reached consensus on several critical issues,
including: harmonization of graduate questionnaires
and development of a unified template; sharing
experiences and aligning principles for interim
assessments; drafting regulations in line with the
Vocational Education Teacher Standard; reviewing
teacher evaluation procedures and corresponding
documentation.

As a result of active discussions and the
exchange of best practices, joint recommendations
were developed, which will serve as a practical
roadmap for member colleges.

In March 2025, the Association hosted a
corporate event, “Triumph of Professionals,”
attended by administrative representatives from its
member colleges, celebrating their achievements
and fostering collaboration within the network.

At the event, program directors of the nursing
departments at member colleges were honored for
their outstanding contributions to nursing education.

A new initiative was also announced - the
establishment of a Sectoral Skills Organization
for Healthcare and Social Services, the result of
ongoing negotiations between the Association,

Authorized
representatives of these founding organizations
publicly signed the decision to establish the new
body.

In February 2025, with the involvement of the
Association’s legal counsel, recommendations were
developed to regulate labor relations with vocational
education teachers, and sample pre-contract
templates for teachers were prepared and shared
with all member colleges.

In November 2024, the Association developed
and introduced an external quality control
mechanism—Simulated Authorization - for member
colleges, aimed at strengthening institutional
performance. Several member institutions have
already successfully implemented this mechanism.

In October 2024, as part of the Capacity Building
and Support Project for the Association’s member
colleges, a multi-stage cycle of trainings was
conducted. Led by Kakhaber Eradze, the sessions
covered the principles of quality assurance and
the first standard of authorization. Participants
received comprehensive insights on key topics such
as: quality assurance and quality control, Deming
Cycle, quality systems, internal and external quality
assurance, national quality standards, the purpose of
self-evaluation, self-assessment platforms, evidence
requirements and evaluation criteria, requirements
for internal quality assurance systems, responsible
persons/structures for internal quality assurance,
standard interpretation, regulatory frameworks,
process analysis, identification of evidence for
demonstrating compliance with standards, as well as
monitoring and evaluation.

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Beginning in October 2024, to further support
member colleges, the Association signed a service
agreement with Data Protection Team LLC, enabling
colleges to access the services of a highly qualified
personal data protection officer.

In July 2024, the 10th anniversary of the Private
Colleges Association of Georgia was celebrated at
the Sheraton Grand Metechi Palace. While a decade
may seem a relatively short time for an organization,
the challenges overcome under its leadership are
undeniably impressive and significant.

At the Association’s 10th anniversary celebration,
congratulations were extended by Mr. Nodar
Papukashvili, Deputy Minister of Education and
Science of Georgia; Ms. Mariam Lashkhi, Member
of the Parliamentary Committee on Education and
Science and Thematic Rapporteur for Vocational
Education; Mr. Kakhaber Eradze, Deputy Director
of the National Center for Educational Quality
Enhancement; Ms. Tamar Kitiashvili, Director
General of the Skills Agency Georgia; Ms. Nino
Veltauri, Head of the State Employment Promotion
Agency.

During the event, the Association presented
guests with a documentary film showcasing a
decade of its activities and achievements.

In July and August 2023, a two-day cycle of
nationwide teacher trainings was successfully
conducted under the organization of the Georgian
Private Colleges Association and with the support
of the Skills Agency Georgia.

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Analysis of the Survey Conducted by the Association
of Private Colleges

The study was conducted in 2025, involving 25
colleges. Among them, 11 colleges operate in Thilisi,
while 14 colleges are located in various regions of
Georgia.

In response to the question: “Do you have
information about the ongoing process and timelines
for the creation/update, support, and approval of
occupational/professional educational standards?” —
80% of colleges answered positively.

96% of colleges do not implement dual programs.
Those that do stated that the enrollment procedures
and funding rules for dual programs significantly
hinder their implementation.

84% of colleges reported being aware of the
roles/functions of sectoral skills organizations.
However, 58% are not familiar with sectoral skills
organizations operating in their fields of study, and
consequently, 56% stated they do not cooperate with
such organizations.

Furthermore, 80% of colleges believe that
educational institutions and other implementers
should be members of sectoral skills organizations.

Regarding state support, 62% of colleges noted
that assistance received from state institutions was
partially useful, while 38% found the support very
useful.

46% of colleges reported receiving support
from the Skills Agency Georgia, while 54% stated
that assistance came from the National Center for
Educational Quality Enhancement.

Among those receiving support, 61% considered
it very useful, 31% found it partially useful, and 8%
stated they could not utilize the support provided.
